JUDGES and FAMILY COURTS

always put the needs of children first!

Judges and Magistrates will expect you to:


Be aware that unless there are exceptional circumstances a child has a right, by law, to see both parents.


Demonstrate that your child’s happiness and welfare is the priority for both of you.


Communicate with each other with respect, honesty and openness.


Make real efforts to agree arrangements for your child yourselves.

· Work together to protect your child’s safety at all times


Be willing to attend mediation if you cannot agree things.

Judges and Magistrates  will expect you not to:


Use Court as a ‘threat’ to bully each other.

Let a child hear you argue or criticise each other.


Let a child blame themself for your break-up.


Turn a child against one or other parent.


Change arrangements without agreeing the change.


Stop contact for financial/maintenance reasons.
